These are crucial in understanding the characteristics of historjsand‘society. This course seeks to
understand how structures of social class and power affect individuals'in society. The central
focus will be to analyze the relationship between and among soeial class, race and gender, using
the major social and historical theories in the study,ofSegialinequality. Our analyses will focus
on other types of inequality as well, including those based onage, sexual orientation, and
physical ability. The making of the industrial rewelution, the wse of capitalism, global economic
restructuring, race and gender relations, and so ongang@nly be understood in the context of
competing class interests and distribution.@f socioeconomic and political power. Likewise the
very interesting present political sgene in the'U.S.A. as well as in other countries in the world can
only be fully comprehended by analyzingthe#low of political and economic power. The goal of
this course is to provide you withsthe analytical tools that will enable you to understand social
structures locally, nationally aad globally.
